Safeguarding—Physical
Response

Managing our emotions
can be challenging, even
for the most patient of us,
especially when teased,
insulted or provoked. How-
ever, due to the risk of serious escalation & hurt,
WSS has a zero tolerance to physical aggression.
Bullying is not accepted at WSS, so if your child is
being teased or bullied, they need to tell their teach-
er, TL, SLT or Guidance Counselor. Physical re-
sponse is not safe & not allowed. There is no such
thing as ‘play fighting’ as someone always gets hurt.
When we investigate & take action for an incident,
please note that sometimes it may take several dif-
ferent strategies when we are teaching a child to
make better choices of behaviour, so don’t give
up—if the problem is not fixed, tell us again!

Please counsel your children—Self defense (putting
hands out so that someone cannot come to us, say-
ing strongly, “No, stop! I don’t like that!”) is fine—
but retaliating (going back to that person & using a
physical response against them) is not allowed.
Please role play scenarios to practice this, so your
children feel confident how to put their hands out &
saying strongly, “No! Stop!” Let’s keep WSS safe,
happy & respectful!
